What is ICANN?

The ICANN stands for the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers. It is a not-profit organization developed in 1998 and serves the purpose of overseeing the interconnected network of IP addresses. The ICANN system allows the internet to be more user friendly through the use of a domain name system and allows for “universal resolvability” which means you can access the same information regardless of where you are located around the world.
  

What is the ICANN UDRP?
Uniform Domain Name Dispute Resolution Policy (UDRP) is a policy developed by the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers (ICANN). The purpose of the UDRP is to put forth a set of terms and conditions in which disputing parties can negotiate without the involvement of the registrar.
 

What organizations provide domain name dispute resolutions?

There are four organizations that complaints under the Uniform Domain Name Dispute Resolution Policy (UDRP) can be submitted to they are: the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) the National Arbitration Forum (NAF), Asian Domain Name Dispute Resolution Centre (ANDRC), and the Czech Arbitration Court (CAC).
